Text: James 1:16-18

“16 Do not be deceived, my beloved brethren. 17 Every good gift and every perfect gift is from above, and comes down from the Father of lights, with whom there is no variation or shadow of turning. 18 Of His own will He brought us forth by the word of truth, that we might be a kind of firstfruits of His creatures.”
1. In verse 16 James tells us that it is possible that we can be deceived. What does he mean by this?

2. What does verse 17 tell us about the nature of God?

3. What does this aspect of the nature of God mean to us today?

4. What are some of the good and perfect gifts that God has given to His people?

5. What does James mean that God is the Father of lights?

6. In verse 18 the phrase, “brought us forth,” is speaking of regeneration and the new birth. What does this verse have to teach us about being born again?

7. What does James mean by the phrase, “…of His own will He brought us forth.”?

8. Is the new birth man’s work or God’s work?

9. How can you tell if a person is born again?
