3. What two analogies does James use in verses 2-4 to describe how we try to control the tongue?

4. What is behind the destructive, divisive, and devastating impact of an evil tongue? See verse six.
5. When James says in verse 8 that “no man can tame the tongue,” does he mean that Christians do not have the ability to sanctify their speech?

6. Why do you think it is so difficult to control the tongue?

7. What types of damage can be done in a Church when members do not sanctify the tongue? List some possible scenarios that could occur when the tongue is unbridled.
