4. What do you understand by the word glorious as used in Titus 2:13 and how does it relate to the realized hope of a Christian? Use the following scriptures to arrive at your answer(s). Matt 24:30-31; Rev 1:13-14; 1Cor 15:41-44, 51-54; Matt 13:4, Phil 3:21; Rev 21:3-4.
5. Why do you think Christians need grace to remain in hope? Reflect on the effect of the present age (Tit 2:12; see also 2Pet 3:3-4) on the hope of a Christian as you answer the question. 
6. How can you as a Christian strengthen and keep your hope alive? Deduce your answer from the scriptures below: 

i) 2 Timothy 4:8; Rom. 15:4 , Psalm 119:49,   Psalm 130:5.
ii) Psalm 27:1; Philippians 4:13; Hebrews 13:5, 6
iii) I Thess. 5:11; Heb.  3:13-14; Heb. 10:24,25
