Bible Study Questions for May 18, 2014, Pastor Maynard
Text: Romans 10:1-17
(This message has two parts- we will be dealing only with part one this morning)

Theme: "The Significance of New Testament Missions"
1. What is man's primary need? See Romans 10:1-6 (Hint: the Jews thought they could establish their own…. based on obedience to the Law of Moses)

a. Is this something outside of a person given to them as a gift, or is it something that is wrought inherently from within a person's heart?
2. What is the channel or the instrument though which the righteousness of God is received? (See Romans 10:6 and Romans 10:9-10). Is this channel/instrument a gift of sovereign grace or is it something that only needs to be stimulated through "effective means?" See Eph. 2:1-9.
3. What is the Gospel? Romans 10:9 (cf. 1 Corinthians 15:1-4) 
4. Is the Gospel something proclaimed or is it something demonstrated?  Romans 10:13-15

5. What is the Great Commission? (See Matthew 28:18-20 and Mark 16:15)  How is the Church to accomplish this- through proclamation or demonstration?

6. Which is correct? 

a. The lost being attracted to Christ through the Church demonstrating the gospel.

b. The lost being converted to Christ through the Church preaching the gospel.
