Bible Study Questions for July 13, 2014
James 5:12 - But above all, my brethren, do not swear, either by heaven or by earth or with any other oath. But let your “Yes” be “Yes,” and your “No,” “No,” lest you fall into judgment.
1. Why does James begin this discussion on “swearing” with the phrase, ”But above all, my brethren”?
2. When people use phrases such as, “I swear to you/God,” to try to convince people they are telling the truth why is this seen by God as such a heinous sin?
3. How does this verse relate to the third commandment in Exodus 20:7?
4. Why is there a lack of integrity in our speech and communication today?
5. Compare this verse, James 5:12, with Matthew 5:33-37. What is the lesson from these verses?

6. How do you respond to what Jesus said in Matthew 12:34-37.
7. Reflect on what James has said in this verse and see if the Lord speaks to you about your language and the language used in your home.
