The Soul’s Longing and Thirst for God

Psalm 42:1 -2

1.  Explain the analogy between a deer and the soul that is thirsting for God in verse one?

2.  Why does the Psalmist refer to God as the living God in verse two?

3.  What does it mean to thirst after God?
4.  What causes a person to thirst after God?

5.  What is the evidence of a soul that is thirsting after God?

6.  Can you identify with this statement made by St. Augustine, “Thou hast made us for Thyself O Lord, and our hearts are restless until they find their rest in Thee.”
7.  The great Scottish runner, Eric Liddell, once said, “I believe God made me for a purpose, but he has also made me fast.  And when I run I feel His pleasure.”  Can you identify with this in any way?  Have you ever felt or sensed the pleasure of God in your life in anything?  Also discuss what Liddell meant by “the pleasure of God.”
The last question is for your private consideration and contemplation.
8.  I would like to ask all of you to ponder this question before our message this morning, “If the Lord was to ask you right now which of these words described the spiritual condition of your heart – hot, lukewarm, cold – how would you answer Him?
