3. Read the text and explain the purpose of the two goats that are used in this sacrifice.
4. Why are sacrifices necessary for man to be right with God? How would you explain this answer to a person who was not a Christian?
5. How are the two goats in our text a picture of Jesus Christ?
6. Read Hebrews chapter ten and explain the differences between the sacrifices in Leviticus and the sacrifice of Christ. What stands out most in your mind about these differences?
