5. How do we determine what a primary issue is versus a secondary issue?
6. How are we to relate to other Christians with whom we disagree over secondary issues (v.13) How is this fleshed out in daily living?
7. According to the apostle Paul, should we be more concerned with our personal  convictions or the peace and edification of the local congregation? Why?
8. What are some practical ways we can promote peace and edification in our families and local assembly?
