Text: Galatians 3:21-29, Pastor Maynard
Read 3:21-22
1. By making justification depend on keeping the law, the Judaizers were setting God’s law against God’s promise and making them seem contradictory.  How does Paul deal with this?
2. “We must never bypass the law and come straight to the gospel.  To do so is to contradict the plan of God in biblical history.”  Do you agree with this statement?  How does contemporary evangelism stand in light of this statement?
Read 3:23-29

3. Paul continues by describing a similar pattern of law and promise in individual Christian experience.  What is the significance of the two images he uses to portray the law?
4. Those in Christ now enjoy a new freedom.  What specific blessings does Paul mention in these verses?  Can you think of ways in which these work out in your life?
