1. List the specific things that Jesus mentions in this text that should give us great comfort.

2. Jesus said, “Let not your heart be troubled….” Why were the hearts of the disciples troubled? The answer is mentioned three times in verses 2-4.

3. In this text, Jesus tells His disciples that He is going away to His father’s house. Why did Thomas say that they did not know where He was going and that they did not know the way?

4. What is the main point that Jesus is making in verse six?

5. What does this mean to us as we think of our friends and loved ones who may be involved in other religions or faiths?

6. Since Jesus is the way, the truth, and the life, where do we learn about these things?

7. Jesus said, “No one comes to the Father but through me.” List some of the things the Bible says a sinner must know, experience, and do in order to be saved.

8. Are the things we are commanded to do in order to receive Christ considered works? If not, explain why.  See John 1:12; Acts 16:31; Heb. 4:16; Psalm 119:59; Isaiah 1:18.
