Text: Romans 15:14-33
1. In verse 14 why does Paul say his is confident with the believers in Rome?
2. In verse 19 Paul says he has fully preached the gospel of Christ. What does this mean? These verses may give some insights (Acts 20:20, Acts 20:27, John 6:60-61, I Tim. 4:15-16, II Tim. 4:2).

3. The main theme of Romans is the gospel of justification by faith alone. Explain what it means to be justified.

4. In verse 30-32 what are the four things that Paul asks the people in Rome to pray for?

5. In verse 33 Paul calls God, "The God of peace." There are many titiles and words by which we call God. God is the God of holiness, He is the God of mercy, He is a God of justice, He is a God of wrath, etc. What do you think Paul means when he calls God the "God of peace”?
