Questions for March 3, 2013
Text: Isaiah 6
1. In Isaiah 6:1, the text tells us that God calls the prophet Isaiah, in the year of the death of King Uzziah, who reigned for over 50 years in Jerusalem, this was a time of uncertainty for many Jews, because they lost a great king. Based on the vision of Isaiah 6.1 what should be the attitude of the believer in the days of big losses, anguish and adversity?
2. In the text of Isaiah 6:1-4, we see that for a man to serve the Lord, he needs to have a correct view of God. What are the attributes of God that appear in the text? How these attributes influence your lifestyle as a Christian?
3. In Isaiah 6.5, the prophet, after seeing the glory of God, feels intensely sinful and also the misery of his people. What you think and feel about yourself before a Holy God, and Glorious Sovereign?
4. In Isaiah 6.7,8., The Lord sends from heaven a solution for cleansing and forgiveness of the sinfulness of the prophet. What is the only solution that God sent from heaven to pay for the sins of his people? Why had Jesus to be God and man to accomplish our redemption?
5. Having been redeemed, based on Isaiah 6.8, what should be our response to God's call to preach the Word? Have you obeyed the call to preach the gospel to every creature? Share your experience with the group, sharing at least one of your experience in preaching the gospel.

6. Based on Isaiah 6:9-12, what kind of reaction should we expect as we preach the gospel? Based on what we believe there will be a faithful remnant who heard the faithful preaching of the gospel?
