Bible Study Questions for 4/14/13
Text: 2 Tim. 1:11 & 2 Tim. 4:2

1. 2 Tim. 1:11 identifies  apostleship as being an appointed office.  What, also, is identified as being an office?  How does this instruct us, concerning, that there is a "gift of preaching" given to some?

2. According to Romans 10:15 what is required of a man to become a "God-called preacher"?  This verse says that a man must be what ?  "_____"  How might Jeremiah 23:21 be applied?

3. The Word describes the preacher as being a "HERALD"---2 Tim. 1: 11a.  In the last 50 years, some have become uncomfortable or disturbed by the preacher being called a herald.  Can you discern what is causing this attitude?  How is this a "sign of the times"----Matthew 16:1-3?

4. From what should the preacher base, draw, and form his sermon----2 Tim. 4:2a?  What three things should listeners be open to in a biblical sermon----2 Tim. 4: 2b.

5. If a person is a good speaker and an able teacher of the Word does this alone qualify him as "a God-called herald" ?  Does it not require someone to be in "the office of preaching" in order to be able to truly preach? 

Explain how all preaching has some teaching in it,  but not all good teaching qualifies as an act of preaching.   How has the failure to make this distinction lead to some confusion among believers?

6. There are a number of features that mark true preaching.  However, is it possible to spot one thing that is always present and felt when Spirit-anointed preaching occurs?
