Scripture: Luke 17:11 – 19

Ten Lepers Cleansed

11 Now it happened as He went to Jerusalem that He passed through the midst of Samaria and Galilee. 12 Then as He entered a certain village, there met Him ten men who were lepers, who stood afar off. 13 And they lifted up their voices and said, “Jesus, Master, have mercy on us!”
14 So when He saw them, He said to them, “Go, show yourselves to the priests.” And so it was that as they went, they were cleansed.
15 And one of them, when he saw that he was healed, returned, and with a loud voice glorified God, 16 and fell down on his face at His feet, giving Him thanks. And he was a Samaritan.
17 So Jesus answered and said, “Were there not ten cleansed? But where are the nine? 18 Were there not any found who returned to give glory to God except this foreigner?” 19 And He said to him, “Arise, go your way. Your faith has made you well.”
1. Why is leprosy talked about so much in the Bible?  What is the biblical analogy between leprosy and sin?  Identify and discuss some comparisons, examples and verses in the Bible.

2. What is the symbolism of the lepers being “far off” on verse 12?  How does it relate to us?

3. What do you notice about how the lepers were cleansed in the second half of verse 14?

4. What do you think is the blessing the one returning leper receives from Jesus?  How does this gift compare to his physical healing?

5. How often are we instructed to have a grateful heart and give thanks to the Lord?  Reference scripture verses.

6. What are told happens to an ungrateful heart in Romans 1:21 – 25?

7. How well do you show a grateful heart?  In all things, good and bad?  How can we become a more grateful person and show it more regularly?

8. Read aloud Psalm 103 and discuss its application to our own gratitude and praise as a church and as a Christian.

9. Read aloud Malachi 3:16-17.  What does this tell us about what we say concerning the things the Lord has done for us?
