Bible Study Questions for August 25, 2013
Text: Jeremiah 31:3

“The Lord has appeared of old to me saying: Yes, I have loved you with an everlasting love; therefore with loving kindness I have drawn you.”

1. This verse teaches us a number of important things related to salvation.  What does it teach us regarding:

a. God’s communications to us?

b. God’s love for us?

c. God’s power and method in drawing us to Himself?
2. Theologians speak about God’s special grace, also called efficacious grace. What makes God’s saving grace special and efficacious?
3. The Holy Spirit is the One who draws us to Christ. What does John 6:37; 6:44; and 12:32 teach us about His work of drawing us to the Lord?
4. Sometimes the Holy Spirit is called the Hound of Heaven. What do you think this means?
5. Can a person, who has been chosen to salvation, resist God’s work of grace in the soul?
6. What lessons do you learn from the subject of God’s efficacious and irresistible grace?
7. What is your reaction to this verse as it relates to you personally and to your relationship with God?
