Bible Study Questions for September 15, 2013
Text: James 1:1

“James, a servant of God and of the Lord Jesus Christ, To the twelve tribes which are scattered abroad: Greetings.”
1. James, the author of this book, was the half brother to Jesus. Read the following verses and list some of the things you learn about him. Matt. 13:53-55, Mk. 6:3, John 7:1-5, Acts 12:17, 15:13, 21:18, Gal. 2:9,12.
2. What is the purpose of the book of James? 1:1-3 gives us the answer.
3. It is clear to us that James didn’t believe Jesus was the Messiah (John 7:1-5), but he later does become a believer. How could James live with Jesus and see His life and yet remain an unbeliever?  What do you think it was that God used to convince James that Jesus was the promised Messiah?
4. The people, to whom James wrote, were going through many trials and persecutions. Why does God allow His people to suffer in this world?
5. In verse 1, how does James describe himself?  What is special about that self-description?
6. Read the entire book of James (about ten minutes to read). Name one thing that stands out to you?
