Bible Study Questions for October 13, 2013

Text: James 1:9-11

“Let the lowly brother glory in his exaltation, 10 but the rich in his humiliation, because as a flower of the field he will pass away. 11 For no sooner has the sun risen with a burning heat than it withers the grass; its flower falls, and its beautiful appearance perishes. So the rich man also will fade away in his pursuits.”

1. How does James contrast the lowly brother (poor) with the rich brother?

2. How do trials put the rich and the poor brother on equal footing?

3. How does God exalt the “lowly brother?”

4. How does God humble the “rich brother?”

5. What lesson does the “flower of the field” teach us in this passage?

6. Does the Bible teach us that it is a sin to be rich?

7. What warnings does the Bible give to the rich? See I Timothy chapter 6.

8. Can you reconcile these verses with the warnings Paul gives us in Timothy? Gen. 13:2 Deut. 8:18, Ruth 2:1, II Chron. 1:11-12, Proverbs 13:22.
