Bible Study Questions for October 20, 2013
Text: James 1:12-15

“Blessed is the man who endures temptation; for when he has been approved, he will receive the crown of life which the Lord has promised to those who love Him. 13 Let no one say when he is tempted, "I am tempted by God"; for God cannot be tempted by evil, nor does He Himself tempt anyone. 14 But each one is tempted when he is drawn away by his own desires and enticed. 15 Then, when desire has conceived, it gives birth to sin; and sin, when it is full-grown, brings forth death.”

1. What does the word “temptation” in verse 12 mean?  Does it mean to endure trials and suffering or to endure temptation to break God’s commandments?

2. What does God promise to those who endure temptation?

3. In verse 12, how does God describe those who endure temptation?

4. What are the two things James tells us that God cannot do in verse 13?

5. Where does temptation come from?

6. What does James tell us that sin brings to our lives? (See verse 15)

7. Why do all people face temptation?

8. What do you do to resist temptation?  Share some of your ideas with each other on this.
